The Vehicle Titles and Registration Division (VTR) would like to thank the county tax assessor-collectors and their staff for their 

cooperation over the last several months. Due to many changes being implemented concurrently, including new policies and 

procedures in the County Equipment Guide, execution of new interlocal agreements, and new county training requirements, we 

recognize and appreciate the time and effort that has been asked of you to ensure preparedness and compliance with these new 

policies. We also appreciate your patience as we work through unexpected road blocks along the way. While change is not always 

easy, it is necessary as we strive to improve our procedures and services to the Texas motoring public. Thank you! 

Performance Quality and Recognition Program (PQRP) 

The PQRP program recognizes tax assessor-collectors at three levels – Gold, Silver and Bronze – for outstanding performance and 

efficiency in processing title and registration transactions. The awards recognize exemplary customer service and going above-and-

beyond in providing vehicle title and registration services. Additional PQRP details are available on the department’s website at 

www.txdmv.gov/tax-assessor-collector/pqrp. 

VTR received applications from nine counties for consideration of a PQRP award for FY 2019: two Gold level, three Silver level, 

and four Bronze level. The PQRP Selection Committee is currently reviewing applications. 

Mandatory County Training Update 

During the 86th Texas legislative session, SB 604 was passed requiring TxDMV to implement a training program for users of the 

department’s Registration and Title System (RTS). The department has offered online training to county users on a voluntary basis 

for many years via VTR’s eLearning platform, which will also be used to facilitate the new required training program. County tax 

assessor-collector employees and full-service deputy (FSD) staff are now required to take and pass courses aligned with assigned 

permissions in RTS. Training available through the eLearning system was expanded with 16 new modules that were launched 

between Nov. 18 and Dec. 16, and an additional eight existing modules will be updated in the following months. Current county and 

FSD staff will need to complete and verify all necessary training by Aug. 31, 2020. 

Registration and Title System Release 9.5 

VTR staff completed user acceptance testing for RTS Release 9.5, which deployed over the weekend of Dec. 13. Changes in this 

release included updates to various department-wide systems and programming to implement legislative initiatives. Items 

implemented in relation to legislation passed by the 86th Legislature with the 9.5 release included two specialty license plates, and 

the following: 

• HB 1262 – Extended trailer registration for a period of one to five years, for trailers with a gross weight of 7,500 pounds or 

less. 

• SB 604 – Required county training for associated RTS permissions. 

New Specialty Plates 

The specialty license plates shown below became available mid-December 2019. The China Service Medal and Disabled Veteran 

with China Service Medal specialty license plates were introduced during the 86th legislative session.

Did you know that you could become a participant with the Texas Parks and Wildlife Boat Titling and Registration 

Program and offer these services to the residents of your county? 

 

As a participating TAC County Agent with TPWD: 

• You retain ten percent of all boat/outboard motor titling and registration fees collected*; 

• You retain five percent of all boat/outboard motor tax collected; 

• You have access to a phone bank of trained TPWD staff 8:00 am – 5:00 pm each business day to help you 

and your staff with questions about accepting or processing boat/outboard motor transactions; 

• You have access to resource materials and training aids that are designed to help you help your customers. 

 
*Per Texas Parks & Wildlife Code, Chapter 31, Sections §31.0341(b) and §31.048(b), the amount retained by the tax assessor-

collector shall be deposited to the credit of the officers salary fund of the county to be used for the sole purpose of paying the 

salaries of persons issuing vessel certificates of number, and vessel and outboard motor certificates of title.

Before we gaze into the year ahead, we must pause to acknowledge the successes of 2019. What a year it truly was for our 

office and for county election officials across Texas. New legislation paved the way for new reporting requirements that 

demanded the implementation of new systems, enhancements to current applications, and systemic changes to reporting 

processes. Several large long-term projects were completed with the integration and implementation of new applications. 

Finally, as the year comes to a close, voter registration renewal certificates are being mailed while jury reconstitutions and 

election security assessments remain in full swing. 

 

Historically, voter registrars around the state reported voting history within thirty days of statewide elections. However, 

starting in November of 2019, daily reporting of voting history throughout the early voting period as well as on Election 

Day enabled our office to provide voter turnout information specific to all 254 Texas counties. Additionally, county officials 

reported precinct and logistical information to our office allowing the publication of a statewide list of polling locations by 

county for the voters of Texas. The successful implementation of these applications could not have been possible without 

the countless hours and tremendous efforts of county election officials across this great state. Based on this collaborative 

effort and feedback from our county officials, we are working diligently to develop additional improvements in both 

information collection and reporting functionality for March 2020.  

 

The productivity of 2019 continued with the integration and implementation of several long-term projects. The DPS Web 

Portal was fully integrated into the statewide voter registration system in late summer providing a secure method of 

communication for county election officials and the Department of Public Safety (DPS) offices related to voter registration. 

Election Night Returns (ENR) processes were integrated into the TEAM application to enhance reporting of unofficial 

election night vote totals and to increase the security of this process. The new ENR Public Portal was introduced allowing 

statewide and county level results to be displayed in real time. Finally, a long-awaited change, the Texas Online system was 

enhanced to allow voters in suspense status to update their personal information including their address within their county 

of residence.  Previously, this application was only available for active registrations.  

 

New voter registration certificates are on their way! As we close out the year, our office is working with county officials to 

generate the files for the mass mailing of all new voter registration certificates. These renewal certificates will be sent to all 

active voters and will be valid for two years from January 1, 2020 through December 31, 2021. 

 

The state is filled with anticipation of the upcoming 2020 election year. Candidate filing for the March primary elections is 

actively underway and candidate information is available on our website. The March primaries and November general 

election promise to be see record turnout with voter registration predicted to be at an all-time high 

 

As we approach the March primaries, here are a few important dates to remember: 

 

• Monday, February 3, 2020 (29th day before Election Day) 

o Last day to register to vote for the Tuesday, March 3rd Primary Election. 

• Tuesday, February 18, 2020 (14th day before Election Day) 

o First day to vote early in person. 

• Friday, February 21, 2020 (11th day before Election Day) 

o Last day to receive an application for a ballot to be voted by mail or an FPCA from a registered voter.  

• Friday, February 28, 2020 (4th day before Election Day) 

o Last day to vote early by personal appearance. 

• Tuesday, March 3, 2020 - Election Day 

o 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. – Polls Open 

o 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. – Voter registrar’s office is open

The voter registration team will be working extended hours to support county officials during the early voting period. 

Please stayed tuned for additional information regarding those hours.  

 

We have a full slate of upcoming webinars and training opportunities for county election officials in preparation for the 

2020 elections. Please keep your eyes open for invitations and specific information. Please do not forget that all of our 

presentations, training manuals, and resource materials can be located on the DocShare site. If there are topics that you 

would like for our office to include in our upcoming training sessions, please let us know. We want to hear from you! 

 

Finally, don’t forget to save the date for the 38th Annual Election Law Seminar for County Election Officials. It will be 

held at the Renaissance Hotel in Austin, on July 27 – 29, 2020.
